WHEREAS, Mississippi Valley State University, as a Carnegie Classified Master's University,
provides comprehensive undergraduate and graduate programs in education, the arts and
sciences, and professional studies. The University is driven by its commitment to excellence in
teaching, learning, service, and research--a commitment resulting in a learner-centered
environment that prepares critical thinkers, exceptional communicators, and service-oriented,
engaged, and productive citizens. MVSU is fundamentally committed to positively impacting the
quality of life and creating extraordinary educational opportunities for the Mississippi Delta and
beyond, and;

WHEREAS, it would be in the best interest of the Student body and University program to
engage in a dual degree programs with International colleges and universities, thereby achieving
the University goal of creating extraordinary educational opportunities for the Mississippi Delta
and beyond, and;

WHEREAS, the above named institutions recognize that a Memorandum of Understanding
executed November 8, 2019, currently exists between Kazakh National Women’s Teacher
Training University and Mississippi Valley State University (thereto Exhibit A); and that this
Program Agreement provides for a dual degree to students of Kazakh National Women'’s
Teacher Training University (hereinafter, KNWTTU) in accordance with the MOU.

Students requesting admission to the MVSU dual degree program must first be an
admitted and registered student at KNWTTU

Students requesting admission to the MVSU dual degree program must have
successfully completed three (3) years of higher education at the undergraduate level or
one year at the graduate level at KNWTTU in order to be considered eligible for
admission to this program.

Eligible students must demonstrate attainment of a level of English equivalent to IELTS
5.5. The final authority to determine the level of language competency will be
determined by the office of admissions at MVSU.

It is the responsibility of the student requesting admission to provide all program
admission documents in a timely fashion. Documents received after the deadline date
will not be accepted.

Each student requesting admission into the aforementioned dual degree program is
subject to the general admission requirements of MVSU and the subject area
requirements of the program in which the student chooses to participate. This includes,
but is not limited to; all applications, application fees, records, shots, and any other
regular admission requirements of any MVSU student.

Upon acceptance, each student is subject to the current tuition and fees of MVSU and
any increases of fees and tuition that may occur during said student’s matriculation.
KNWTTU may recommend students for admission to the MVSU dual degree program
however:; all final decisions on admissions will be determined by MVSU.

Admitted students will be responsible for their own transportation to and from MVSU as
well as all tuition, and fees including, but not limited to; room, board, books, food and
other necessary expenses incurred while attending MVSU.

Admitted students will only be allowed to take one (1) course of study at a time.

1.10. Admitted students must purchase the health insurance plan recommended by MVSU no

later than the date of enrollment.

1.11. Once enrolled with MVSU, the student will be subject to the standard policies and

procedures of MVSU and are required to complete at least 25% of their credit hours in
residence to qualify for a degree from MVSU.

It is intended that the exclusive terms of this Agreement will remain in force for a
minimum of five (5) years from beginning date of the program.

The agreement will self-terminate if not renewed by the governing institutions of MVSU
and KNWTTU. The renewal will be for a period of five (5) years, subject to agreement
by both parties, who will revise and update the current agreement one year prior to the
expiration of the above mentioned terms.

Either party shall be entitled to terminate the Agreement upon twelve (12) month notice
to the other party. Upon said termination, currently enrolled students may elect to finish
their course of study within the final semester of the program.

The Agreement will automatically terminate if either party becomes insolvent or is
subject to a change of control or accreditation.

Should the Program Agreement be terminated, credits earned in the dual degree program
may be applied to the home institutions degree, at the home institutions’ discretion.

The Agreement will be reviewed by both parties one year from the effective date and
then periodically throughout the terms of this agreement.

Designation of Coordinators
3.1. Each institution will designate an individual to serve as coordinators under this Program

Agreement.

3.2. Coordinators shall serve as liaisons between the institutions and shall be responsible for,
insuring that obligations delineated in Section 4 are met.

3.3. The Individuals designated as coordinators may be revised by either party by providing
written notification to the current institution.

3.4. In order to encourage academic understanding and development, the parities will make
provisions for visiting faculty to teach at their facilities. All cost for subsistence, travel
and accommodation will be borne by instructor’s home institution.

Obligation of the Parties
4.1. MVSU shall provide multiple copies of its course literature and all relevant information

(including application and schedule information) to KNWTTU for distribution to their
students and for marketing purposes.

4.2. Applications from students to undertake programs of study at MVSU will be forwarded
by KNWTTU to MVSU for verification and acceptance to the program(s).

4.3. MVSU and KNWTTU will cover their own cost in relations to the activities under this
Agreement.

4.4, Upon acceptance to the program by MVSU, MVSU will notify KNWTTU of the names
of the students accepted. MVSU will not correspond with students regarding their
acceptance and or denial of admission to the program.

4.5. MVSU will provide the standard student support services as are deemed necessary
including, but not limited, to the identification of student accommodation.

4.6. MVSU will issue an I-20 for each admitted student; KNWTTU and/or the individual
student will be responsible for her visa application.

4.7. The parties may engage in a program of joint marketing. All marketing materials,
including, but not limited to, print, photographs, press releases, statements, electronic
and/or digital media must be approved by both institutions before dissemination.

4.8. Both parties undertake not to use any logo or trademark of the other institution without
prior written consent. Any material in any media produced by either party that uses any
logo or trademark is subject to the aforementioned clause including review and written
approval.

4.9. Unless this agreement expressly states otherwise, no right or obligation arising under this
Agreement may be assigned, transferred or otherwise disposed of, in whole or in part,
without the prior written agreement of the parties.

Governing Law
5.1. All parts of this Agreement are legally binding.

5.2. This Agreement is governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the United
States of America and the State of Mississippi.

5.3. The parties agree that any dispute arising from this agreement shall be settled in the
courts of the State of Mississippi, United States of America. Said courts have exclusive
jurisdiction for any claim that arises out of or in connection with this agreement.

5.4. This Agreement will be effective upon execution by both parties.
